The university Grants Comm ssion (UGC) has setup the Academ ¢ Bank
of Credit (ABC) - a virtual entity that will keep records of all the
students in the Indian higher education space. The Honorable Prine
M nister of India M. Narendra Mddi |aunched the Academ c Bank of
Credit (ABC) on July 29, 2021, under the National Education Policy
(NEP) 2020.

The regul ation offers four major prom ses:

It is a mjor instrunent for facilitating multidisciplinary and
hol i stic education and nultiple entry and exit in higher education.
This regul ati on enabl es students to select the best courses or

conbi nations that suit their aptitude and quest for know edge. Such
choices wll be nore friendly to students consi dering associ ated

| ogi stics and cost of the course opted. It is setup with an aimto
provide students with nobility of not only noving between institutes
whi | e pursuing one degree but also offers the flexibility of |eaving
a course and rejoining it after taking sone tinme off fromwhere a
student had left it.

Initiatives |ike these will make the education sector nore vibrant
and accessi ble. Academ c Bank of credit is envisaged as a digital
bank that holds the credit earned by a student in any course. The
ABC woul d reduce disparity anong institutions through

standardi zation of crediting systemand pronote uniformty in the
degree-granting mechanism This will also reduce the pedagogi cal gap
t hat exists wi thin higher education institutions of India.

The Academ c Bank of Credit is a nove towards the
internationalization of our higher education system and maki ng our
institutions nore global. In a global environment where nations are
nmovi ng cl oser for know edge sharing and i nnovation, |India cannot
remain isolated by followng rigid system of granting degrees.
Through its clauses, the ABC regul ati on can standardi ze our higher
education up to the international level, if institutions choose to
j oin.

It al so supports the nultiple entries and exits systens as offered
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under the National Education policy (NEP) which enable a student to
get appropriate certification who decide to | eave a programme after
a certain tine period. ABC will be responsible for opening, closing,
and validating the academ c accounts of students. It will also
performtasks including credit verification, credit accunul ation,
credit transfer/redenption of students, and pronotion of the ABC
anong t he stakehol ders. The courses will also include online and

di stance node courses offered through national Schenes |ike SWAYAM
NPTEL, and Virtual- Lab etc. The validity of these academi c credits
earned by students will be up to 7 years. The validity can al so vary
based on the subject or discipline. Students can redeemthese
credits.

For instance, if a student has accunul ated 100 credits which are
equi val ent to say one year and they decide to drop out. Once they
decide to rejoin they can redeemthis credit and seek adm ssion

directly in the second year at any university. The validity will be
up to 7 years, hence students will have to rejoin within seven
years.

As per National Education policy 2020, the Academ c Bank of Credits
(ABC) has been envisaged to facilitate the academ c nobility of
students with the freedomto study across the H gher Education
institutions in the country with an appropriate “credit transfer”
nmechani sm from one progranme to another, leading to attain a
Degree/ Di pl oma/ PG Di pl oma etc.

17.SKill development:

The Policy envisioned the holistic devel opnent of youth with
enphasi s on not only an upsurge in the Goss Enrol ment Ration but
also inparting of skills as a key elenent of the nodern education
system Skill based education should be part of higher education and
its should not be restricted to I TIs and pol ytechni cs.

Teachi ng shoul d include nore practical/research based training i.e.
50% t heory and 50% practical. Theory and practical should be |inked.
Anal ytical |earning should be propagated irrespective of the

subj ect. Project-based research training for the students especially
in Masters courses irrespective of the subjects. Vocational courses
are under the spotlight nowin a bid to nake the Indian youth
skillful and enpl oyable. Therefore, there is a revived approach
towar ds runni ng vocati onal courses which are being offered by
various institutes of higher learning in the country.

The undergraduate vocational courses are pivotal in producing
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skilled graduates in tune with industrial Revolution 4.0. Wth the
vision to make the youth atmanirbhar through skill based education
i ntroduci ng the vocational subjects and training at school |evel
too. The NEP 2020 provides that even the students of a mddle |evel
shal | be exposed to hands on training in vocational skills |ike
carpentry, plunmbing, electrical repairing, horticulture, pottery,
enbroi dery, etc. The policy has set the target of providing
vocational skills to at |east 50% of students by 2025 in such a way
that the vocational skills acquired at the school |evel nay be
further extended up to higher educational |evel, depending upon the
requi renment of individual students.

The workforce is growi ng substantially, in 2011; India had a
wor kf orce of 477.9 mllion which increased to 502.4 in 2017.

However, as per the 12th plan, 85% of the workforce has educati onal
qualification up to secondary | evel, 55% has educati onal
gqualification up to primary |evel and nerely 2% of the workforce has
vocational training. As per 2014 data, on 4.9 |akh seats avail abl e
for apprenticeship, about 2.8 |akh apprentices were trained.
According to the India skills report 2018, nore than 12 mllion
peopl e between the age of 15 and 29 years are expected to enter
India’s workforce every year |eading to about 600 mllion workforces
by 2022. However, by 2022, a nore skilled workforce of 109 mllion
woul d be required in 24 key sectors of the econony. These figures
and trends show two clear challenges that India is facing. Firstly,
the workforce that is entering the market does not have the required
skills.
